Today we welcome the Directors, Manager, players and supporters 

of Weston-Super-Mare to the Mangata Pay UK Stadium. May I wish 

them a pleasant stay with us and a safe journey home.

Well, after a very good last three months 
the wheels slightly came off over the 
last two weeks, as we lost our 14 game 
unbeaten league and cup run, had two 
quick defeats in four days, went out of the 
FA Trophy down at Aldershot 2-0, before 
beating Hemel Hempstead 4-3 in a league 
humdinger on Monday night.
 
When things are going well, experience 
tells you not to get ahead of yourself but 
sometimes what you know you should do, 
and what you actually do, are two very 
different things.
 
In truth, we’ve had a nasty little wobble and 
been given a reminder about what failure 
might look like. As such it’s now important 
to take heed of this wobble, look to improve 
our ranks slightly once again and try to 
begin another unbeaten run. Hence us 
getting the late win at an improved Hemel 
Hempstead on Monday night was vital at it 

means we are now tentatively “back on the 
horse” and ready to go again.
 
Suspensions and injuries can damage you 
in most seasons. However, those absences 
do allow players who have been patiently 
waiting in the wings to stake their claim for 
a starting spot and that can often be very 
healthy for the wider squad.
 
Some squad players will come in, take their 
chance and never look back and some will 
come in, do alright, but not really cement 
their place. Others will come in and not 
remotely take their chance and fall further 
down the pecking order - that in simple 
terms is how football selection works and 
they, my friends, are the rules of the game.
 
If I’m honest I expected our pocket rocket 
Erico Sousa to be a much bigger miss 
than he has been thus far after his injury 
against Leyton Orient in the FA Cup, but In 
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truth we’ve coped far better without Erico 
than I could ever have thought possible.
 
Josh Hare is another recent casualty, as 
he picked up a second concussion against 
Chippenham Town here two weeks ago and 
it’s an opportunity for someone to stake a 
claim for his shirt as he won’t be available 
until next Saturday at the very earliest.

Skipper Jack Payne is another who picked 
up an injury three weeks ago down at 
Welling Utd. Jack is still another two or 
three weeks away and he has proved to be 
a far bigger loss than I had imagined.
 
On top of that we now need to cope with 
not only these injuries but Chris Bush’s 
suspension over the next three games and 
I genuinely hope we will, as our squad has 
real depth and has been put together to 
cope with these type of setbacks.
 
For me it’s now down to Luke, Ricko, the 
backroom staff and dressing room to stay 
focused, driven, disciplined and ensure we 
have enough about us to ride out what has 
been a very tricky period in our season and 
stay amongst the title challengers.
 
On a more positive note, we have not 
rested on our laurels. We remained 
proactive in the transfer market and signed 
an ‘old friend’ of ours in ex-skipper and 
central defender Callum Reynolds.
 
The deal, trust me, was a long time in 
the making, but getting a player of Cal’s 
experience, character and ability from 
Bromley where he was playing regularly 
in the EFL, is a real coup for us and it was 
great news for Luke, the dressing room, 
you supporters and the club as a whole, 
especially at this time of the season.
 
When we last won promotion into the 
National League, it was Callum who proudly 
led us there as Captain and who lifted the 
Play Off Trophy. When he left us a year 
later (on very good terms I might add) 
we were still in the National League. Now 

Callum has returned to hopefully play his 
part in our next promotion, having had lots 
of play-off and cup experiences elsewhere, 
including going to Wembley last season 
and winning promotion to the EFL with 
Bromley - welcome back Cal.

Today you’ll all be very happy that my 
programme notes are not at all lengthy but 
I’ll end by saying sometimes in football you 
can beat yourself up over a few losses and 
overthink things. You can over analyse the 
world and sometimes then fail to recognise 
what your strengths are or give credit 
to how good your squad actually is, and 
how good your back room staff, manager, 
sporting director and club structures are.
 
In my opinion greatness awaits if we can 
seize the day, and for me we’re possibly 
now only a player signing, a return from 
injury for one or two and a return from 
suspension away from being ready for the 
run in. Trust me, one bad week must not 
be allowed to define our season and if we 
keep united, driven, and keep our focus on 
good habits, then good things will follow.
 
Anyway, back to today, we will meet a very 
good Weston-Super-Mare team, who we 
know will work hard, be well organised and 
will be very difficult to beat.
 
So whoever you support, let’s hope for an 
open, attacking game and may the best 

team win.

Football historian LEIGH EDWARDS selects ten post-war Weston-super Mare  ‘Classic Campaigns’ 

1961/62

Weston-Super-Mare reached the FA Cup first 
round proper for the first time in their history in 
1961/62. The Seagulls beat Westbury United 5-3, 

Glastonbury 3-0 after a 1-1 draw, Minehead 1-0 

and Southern League opponents Cheltenham 

Town 1-0 to reach the FA Cup first round. They 
drew 0-0 at local rivals Bridgwater Town but 

lost 1-0 in the replay watched by a record 2,500 

crowd at Langford Road. Weston were unlucky to 

have an effort disallowed for marginal offside and 

Bridgwater snatched a late winner. They finished 
mid-table in the Western League despite having 

the fourth-best defensive record, drawing 11 of 

their 38 matches.

1976/77

Weston-Super-Mare finished Western League 
Premier Division runners-up in 1976/77. The 

Western League was split into two divisions for 

the first time since 1960. Kim Book’s side won 18 
of their 34 Western League games and lost only 

four times. Gaining 66 points, it was the club’s 

highest-ever position at that time, finishing 14 
points behind runaway champions Falmouth 

Town who won the title for the third successive 

season. Weston had the compensation of winning 

both the Western League Cup and Merit Cup for 

the first time. Record appearance holder Harry 
Thomas and fellow stalwart Peter Fryer were 

important figures during this period.  

1991/92

Weston-Super-Mare won the Western League 

Premier Division title for the first time in 1991/92. 
John Ellener’s side won 30 of their 40 games and 

were the highest scorers with 110 goals. They 

trounced Ottery St Mary 7-1 and Chard Town 6-1 

at Woodspring Park, also winning 7-2 at Frome 

Town and scoring five goals at Bristol Manor 
Farm and Chippenham Town. Gaining 98 points, 

they finished nine points ahead of runners-up 
Clevedon Town. The Seagulls beat Melksham 

Town 5-0, Frome Town 3-0, Bridport 3-1 and 

Exmouth Town 1-0 to reach the Western League 

Cup semi-finals before losing 1-0 at Torrington. 
Paul Elson was top scorer with 24 goals.  

1993/94

Weston-Super-Mare reached the FA Cup first 
round proper for the second time in 1993/94. The 

Seagulls made a club record ten-match unbeaten 

start before losing 4-1 to VS Rugby. They beat 

Welton Rovers 6-1, Shortwood United 3-1, Taunton 

Town 4-2, Tiverton Town 2-0 after a 0-0 draw and 

Newport IOW 2-0 to reach the FA Cup first round. 
Goals by Paul Elson and Jon Bowering gave 

Weston a 2-2 draw at Woking. They lost 1-0 in the 

replay watched by 2,350 at Woodspring Park. A 

crowd of 1,260 watched the local derby against 

Clevedon Town. The Seagulls narrowly missed 

promotion, finishing third in the Southern League 
Midland Division. 

2002/03

Weston-Super-Mare won promotion to the 

Southern League Premier Division in 2002/03. 

Frank Gregan’s side began with a 2-1 defeat at 

home to Solihull Borough but soared to the top 

of the Southern League Western Division with 

seven straight wins including a 5-1 demolition 

of Taunton Town. The Seagulls triumphed 

5-3 at Evesham United and Danny O’Hagan 

grabbed a hat-trick in their 4-1 victory at home 

to Atherstone United. A 16 match unbeaten run 

maintained their challenge and they clinched 

promotion as runners-up with a 1-0 win at 
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Clevedon Town with three games remaining. Jody 

Bevan was top scorer as they won 26 of their 42 

games. 

2003/04

Weston-Super-Mare reached the FA Cup second 

round for the first time in 2003/04. The Seagulls 
defeated Dorchester Town 4-1, Chesham United 

2-1 after a 1-1 draw and Welling United 3-2 to 

reach the FA Cup first round. Skipper Billy Clark’s 
early goal secured a 1-0 victory at Farnborough 

Town. Frank Gregan’s side lost 4-1 at Northampton 

Town in the second round. Marc McGregor was 

top scorer and Stuart Slater was ‘Player of the 

Year’ as Weston-Super-Mare also reached the 

FA Trophy fourth round for only the second time. 

They finished tenth in the Southern League 
Premier Division, clinching a place in the newly-

formed Conference South.  

2012/13

Weston-Super-Mare narrowly failed to qualify for 

the Conference South play-offs in 2012/13. Craig 

Laird’s side won just one of their opening eight 

games before soaring with four straight wins, 

including a 5-2 victory at home to Basingstoke 

Town. The Seagulls dropped only two points in five 
matches over the Christmas period and Kayne 

McLaggon grabbed a hat-trick in their 3-1 win at 

play-off rivals Sutton United. They lost just once 

in 11 matches during the closing weeks and were in 

fourth place before two defeats in their final three 
games saw them finish seventh with 67 points. 
Ross Steam was top scorer as they finished in 
their highest-ever position.  

2014/15

Weston-Super-Mare reached the FA Cup first 
round proper again in 2014/15. They beat Banbury 

United 3-0, Flackwell Heath 4-1 and Witham Town 

2-1 in the FA Cup to reach the first round. Liam 
Monelle scored a late consolation goal as they 

lost 4-1 to Doncaster Rovers in front of a record 

2,949 crowd at Woodspring Stadium. Manager 

Mickey Bell was replaced by director of football 

Ryan Northmore at the end of November with the 

Seagulls lying bottom of the Conference South. 

They soared clear of relegation danger with just 

three defeats in 15 games, with Jamie Lucas 

netting a hat-trick in their 4-3 win at Bishop’s 

Stortford at the end of February. 

2021/22

Weston-Super-Mare qualified for the Southern 
League Premier South Division play-offs in 

2021/22. Scott Bartlett’s side won 23 of their 42 

Southern League games and boasted the second-

best defensive record. Gaining 78 points, they 

pipped Chesham United to qualify for the play-

offs in fifth place but lost 2-1 at Hayes & Yeading 
in the semi-finals, with Joshua Thomas grabbing 
a late consolation goal. The Seagulls hammered 

Taunton Town 5-1 at Woodspring Stadium in the 

FA Cup second qualifying round but lost 1-0 at 

Dorking Wanderers in the next round. They also 

won 3-2 at home to Taunton in the FA Trophy third 

qualifying round. 

2022/23

Weston-Super-Mare won the Southern League 

Premier South Division title in 2022/23. They 

made a ten-match unbeaten start, including a 7-0 

victory at home to Harrow Borough. The run ended 

with a 3-1 defeat at home to Chesham United but 

they won all except one of their next 11 matches, 

including a 5-1 win in the return match at Harrow. 

The Seagulls spent much of the season battling 

with Truro City for the top spot, then survived a 

late challenge from Bracknell Town. They clinched 

the title with a 4-1 win at home to Hendon in their 

penultimate match. Winning 28 of their 42 games, 

they gained 93 points, finishing three points above 
runners-up Bracknell.  
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HAVEN’T WE MET BEFORE?

WESTON-S-MARE

Wood earned a point in a hard-
fought contest against a well-drilled 
Weston-super-Mare side. 

The first half was scrappy, with Wood 
often second-best. Reuben Reid 

nearly punished a defensive mix-up 

early on, while Junior Dixon’s deflected 
effort almost wrong-footed Weston 

keeper Max Harris. The hosts had the 

better chances, with Sam Pearson and 

Jacob Cane going close, while Charlie 

O’Connell headed narrowly wide for 

Wood. 

Luke Garrard made changes at 

half-time, but Weston remained on 

top. Reid and Kwesi Appiah missed 

good chances before Wood finally 
gained momentum. A stunning Tom 

Whelan free-kick was brilliantly saved 

by Harris, and Wood pressed for a 

winner. Whelan struck the bar before 

missing another chance, while Jayden 

Richardson failed to convert a late 

cross. Despite late pressure, Wood 

couldn’t find a breakthrough and had to 
settle for a draw.

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All 72 football clubs in the National 
League today took the unprecedented 
step of supporting a letter to the English 
Football League (EFL) Board requesting 
a vote to create three promotion places 
into their league. Specifically, the National 
League is calling for an amendment to the 
regulations to allow “two-up” to become 
“three-up” in line with the rest of the 
football pyramid. They are asking for this 
change in time for the forthcoming 2025-
26 season.

This marks the start of a new, nationwide 3UP 
campaign which has been launched by the 
National League to help secure the future of 
the English football pyramid for generations 
to come. At present the National League is 
the only ‘Step’ in the higher echelons of the 
football pyramid that doesn’t have at least 
three promotion places.

During an Extraordinary General Meeting of 
National League clubs last week (Thursday 
30 January 2025) senior representatives from 
across the three divisions (National League, 
National League North and National League 
South) unanimously agreed to collectively 
approach the EFL and launch a campaign 

that will Put Football First. The EFL alone has 
the ability to facilitate this change, and the 
National League hopes that they will respond 
to 3UP by scheduling a vote of their clubs 
at their Annual General Meeting in June this 
year.

It was also decided by all 72 National 
League clubs that the timing is right for the 
game to Put Football First and it has to be 
immediate, given that 2025 is the year that 
the Independent Football Regulator (IFR) 
is scheduled to come into force. Whilst the 
IFR’s scope does not cover promotion and 
relegation matters, its overall remit does 
encompass the National League and EFL.

National League Chair Jack Pearce MBE 
said: “This Summer, the Independent 
Football Regulator is scheduled to be 
introduced. Their overall stated objectives 
include providing financial sustainability, 
economic resilience and preserving the 
heritage of the sport. “In terms of heritage, 
National League clubs are at the heart of 
towns and cities across the whole country. 
The majority of these clubs are over a 
century old and part of the fabric of their 
communities. An extra promotion place for

We simply can’t wait any longer for parity 
within the game.

“As well as increased financial stability, 3UP 
would mean a fluid football pyramid where 
teams can win promotion from the bottom to 
the top fairly. It will give more opportunity to 
clubs relegated from EFL League 2 to ‘bounce 
back’. We have consulted with the leagues 
below ours in Step 3 who are also supportive 
of this change - as their clubs could benefit 
from this change in the long term.

“We have been consistently told that the 
EFL support our 3UP position in principle but 
are reluctant to progress any changes whilst 
they are consulting with the IFR and Premier 
League (PL) regards their own redistribution of 
football income.

“However, we believe the 3UP campaign 
goal is vital to the overall health of the game 
and the government’s objectives - therefore 
it should be as high on the agenda as any 
other matter this year. Otherwise, the National 
League’s needs are being overlooked during 
the IFR process, not least because the 
specific issues between the EFL and PL could 
potentially take years to reach a conclusion.

“Whilst we recognise and respect the EFL’s 
verbal support for the National League on 
three promotions, our clubs have now made it 
abundantly clear that they see no reason for a 
further delay on the official process. Rick Parry, 
the EFL Chair, has often said that ‘the EFL 
should look down as well as up’ so we’d now 
like that to actually happen.”

National League CEO Mark Ives added: 
“Since the Football Conference was formed in 
1979, our clubs have seldom come together in 
such a unanimous way as they have done on 
this issue.

“The National League has had two 
promotional places since 2003, which have 
helped transform the fortunes of 
countless local football clubs 

and enabled fairytale stories such as Luton 
Town’s ascent from the National League - 
through the football pyramid - into the Premier 
League in 2023.

“Promotions have benefitted the vast majority 
of our clubs during this 21-year period, but 
a third spot - bringing the National League 
into line with the rest of the game - would be 
completely transformative.

“The National League currently has 15 clubs 
that are former EFL clubs. These 15 clubs, 
along with the other clubs in the league, are 
being disadvantaged by this unfair structure. 
They are being prevented promotion on 
sporting merit that they would otherwise 
deserve and benefit from under 3UP.

“Alongside the National League Trust, the 
EFL in the Community programme has done 
great work over many years making positive 
contributions across the country. We see 
3UP as an obvious next step to inspire these 
communities. A new independent fiscal study 
has recently been commissioned which will 
underline the financial and social benefits to 
the clubs and their communities - should the 
National League gain three promotions. So, 
3UP isn’t just an important matter for our clubs 
but for the communities in which they serve.

“We are privileged to work together in the 
best football structure in the world and 
together we have the opportunity to make 
it even better. We are grateful to Rick Parry 
and the EFL for ‘looking down as well as up’ 
and hope they will now turn those words into 
action and support 3UP, so it passes the vote 
at their AGM this Summer.”
